other Lutherans from around the country. 

 

Immediately following "Youth Sunday" our youth will 

provide a Soup and Sandwich Luncheon in the FAB in 

partnership with the "Souper Bowl of Caring" fight against 

hunger campaign.  A love offering will be collected after 

worship and in the FAB with 100% of the proceeds going 

towards GSLC's food pantry.  Come support and 

embrace Youth Ministry to see how God has gifted them 

to lead worship. 
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A WORD FROM OUR PASTOR 
 
I have always been fascinated by the Ash Wednesday liturgy. My mother can attest to 
this, as she sometimes shares the story of one memorable bath time after Ash 
Wednesday worship when I was a toddler. In imitation of the pastor, I apparently lined 
up my bathtub toys and marked each one with soap, proclaiming, “you are dust, you 
are dust.” I guess you could say my being a pastor was destiny in some sense. Even 
as a pastor, I get chills each time I mark the shape of the cross in ashes on the 
foreheads of all who come forward for that solemn reminder, “Remember, O mortal, 
that you are dust, and to dust you shall return.” Many of the foreheads I have marked 
that cross on have, indeed, returned to dust over the years. And nothing could prepare 
my heart for the strange sorrow of marking that cross on the foreheads of my own 
children and reminding them (and myself) of their eventual mortality. 

 
Throughout scripture, the wearing of ashes symbolized two interrelated actions. First, mourning, such as in 
Jeremiah 6:26: 
 

O my poor people, put on sackcloth, 
   and roll in ashes; 
make mourning as for an only child, 
   most bitter lamentation: 
for suddenly the destroyer 
   will come upon us. 

 
Second, repentance, such as in Jonah 3:6: 
 

When the news [of Nineveh’s coming destruction] reached the king of 
Nineveh, he rose from his throne, removed his robe, covered himself with 
sackcloth, and sat in ashes. 

 
As God’s people did then, we on Ash Wednesday come before God with smudged and imperfect faces, 
symbolizing our smudged and imperfect lives. We are stripped bare of our pretenses and our showy 
displays of competence and beauty and we mourn the pain we have caused others and ourselves. At the 
same time, we repent, acknowledging before God that we realize our need to turn around, change our 
ways, and follow him. 
 
The ashes are a sobering symbol of death and mortality—we will all return to the dust from whence we 
came. But never forget that the ashes are marked upon our heads in the shape of the Cross of Christ. He 
died to conquer death once for all. Therefore, we know that death is not the last word. Mortality is not the 
last word. Those ashes do not get the last word. God, who formed us from the dust, loves us too much to 
leave us as dust forever. In great love for us, God gives us abundant and eternal life through Jesus Christ. 
 
A friend of mine once wore his ashes to a restaurant after worship on Ash Wednesday. The server, 
unfamiliar with this tradition of the church, politely pointed out, “you have a smudge on your forehead.” That 
gave my friend an opportunity to explain about the tradition of Ash Wednesday and to witness to Jesus’ 
love for us. May all of us who receive the ashes not only bear witness to the obvious truth that we have 
fallen short and need to repent, but also to the deeper truth that we bear on our brows the sign of Christ, 
who loves us to death and into new and abundant life. 
 
Remember, O mortal, that you are loved.

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TRANSITIONS MEAL PROJECT IS MONTHLY EMPHASIS 
 
Good Shepherd’s Transitions Meal Project is the monthly social ministry emphasis for February. 
For the past six years, Good Shepherd has provided a chili meal each quarter to around 200 persons at 
the Transitions Homeless Shelter in downtown Columbia.  The activity began as a project of the Parlor 
Sunday School class and now includes anyone at Good Shepherd who would like to be involved. 
 
Normally the meals are served on fifth Sundays of a month.  Preparation for the meal is done the day 
before.  Six volunteers are needed to help with the preparation on Saturdays, and 12-20 volunteers are 
needed to help serve on Sundays. 
 
Project coordinator Susan Weaver, who has mastered the art of cooking a chili supper for a very large 
group of people, notes that Good Shepherd “is the only church that makes and serves a hot home-
cooked meal” for Transitions residents.

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FROM THE PROPERTY COMMITTEE 
 
“Water, water everywhere…” comes to mind.  As most of you know, there was 

significant flooding of the lower level of the Sanctuary, around December 25, 2019.  

The cause of the flooding was a broken water pipe outside of the foundation of the 

Sanctuary.  Water was being forced into the lower level at the floor of the Women’s 

restroom and at several seams in the concrete slab floor.  The broken water line goes 

to the Education Building and is not part of the plumbing in either level of the Sanctuary.  When the 

Sanctuary was built about 30 years ago, part of this old line was rerouted through the ceiling of the lower 

level men’s restroom to bypass the new foundation and walls.  Since the existing water line is over 65 years 

old, we took action to replace it as part of the repair process.  The plumber has completed the replacement 

of the old water line from the meter to its interior route above the men’s restroom to the copper pipe 

connection above classroom 4.  This takes care of the needed repairs that couldn’t be reasonably done on 

the old, deteriorating water line, as future breaks were a given. 

 

Carpet removal and replacement, wall and ceiling repairs will be done as soon as possible.  The lower area 

should be usable as soon as the old carpet is removed.  There may be some time before the carpet is 

replaced, as wall and ceiling repairs need to be completed first.  A claim has been filed with our insurance 

carrier and is in the final phase of loss identification and coverage determination.  Most of the interior 

damage should be covered, but the water line replacement is not.  Insurance does not normally cover the 

cost of fixing the cause of a damage event, such as a broken water heater or pipe.  Our policy carries a 

$2,500 deductible. 

 

The Property Committee wishes to again thank the congregation for its continued patience in dealing with 

the flooding and its aftermath.

GOOD SHEPHERD WELCOMES NEW MEMBERS 

FIRST COMMUNION INSTRUCTION 
 

All baptized Christians are welcome at Christ’s table. We often do not commune infants or 

young children for practical reasons—either a lack of teeth, a lack of hand/eye coordination, 

or a lack of ability to kneel, reach, or consume the bread and wine reliably. Many times, as 

children grow in their understanding of the communion meal, they begin to wonder why this meal is not for 

them. As this happens, little hands begin to reach for bread and wine. Sometimes little eyes look up at 

parents or guardians as if to say, “I want what you are having.” When this begins to happen regularly, it can 

be a good indicator that God is working in the life of that child to bring about a deeper understanding and 

appreciation of the communion meal. The pastor, parents or guardians of a child, and the child herself or 

himself work in partnership to discern when a child may be ready to receive communion for the first time. If 

you wonder if God may be leading your child or children toward beginning to receive communion, please 

contact Pastor Andrew. During Lent, we will schedule an information session for parents as well as 

instruction for children who are ready to begin communing. Our new communicants will receive the 

sacrament of the altar for the first time on Maundy Thursday. 



LECTIONARY FOR FEBRUARY 2020 
FEBRUARY 2 – FOURTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY 
Who are the blessed ones of God? For Micah, they are 
those who do justice, love kindness, and walk humbly 
with God. For Paul, they are the ones who find wisdom in 
the weakness of the cross. For Jesus, they are the poor, 
the meek, the merciful, the pure in heart, the 
peacemakers, those who mourn, and those who hunger 
for righteousness. In baptism we find our blessed identity 
and calling in this countercultural way of living and 
serving. 
FIRST READING – Micah 6:1-8 
With the mountains and the foundations of the earth as 
the jury, God brings a lawsuit against Israel. God has 
“wearied” Israel with a long history of saving acts. God 
does not want or expect lavish sacrifices to attempt to 
earn divine favor. Rather God empowers the people to do 
justice, to love loyalty to God, and to walk shrewdly in 
God’s service. 
PSALM – Psalm 15 
LORD, who may abide upon your holy hill? (Ps. 15:1) 
SECOND READING – 1 Corinthians 1:18-31 
According to the world’s standards of power and might, 
the message of the cross seems stupid and offensive. 
Yet this word reveals the paradoxical way God has 
chosen to work power and salvation through weakness, 
rejection, and suffering. Hence the message of the cross 
becomes true wisdom and power for believers. 
GOSPEL – Matthew 5:1-12 
Jesus opens the Sermon on the Mount by naming those 
who are blessed in the reign of God. 
FEBRUARY 9 – FIFTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY 
Light shines in the darkness for the upright, the psalmist 
sings. Isaiah declares that when we loose the bonds of 
injustice and share our bread with the hungry, the light 
breaks forth like the dawn. In another passage from the 
Sermon on the Mount, Jesus, the light of the world, calls 
his followers to let the light of their good works shine 
before others. Through baptism we are sent into the 
world to shine with the light of Christ. 
FIRST READING – Isaiah 58:1-9a [9b-12] 
Shortly after the return of Israel from exile in Babylon, the 
people were troubled by the ineffectiveness of their fasts. 
God reminds them that outward observance is no 
substitute for genuine fasting that results in acts of 
justice, such as feeding the hungry, sheltering the 
homeless, and clothing the naked. 
PSALM – Psalm 112:1-9 [10] 
Light shines in the darkness for the upright. (Ps. 112:4) 
SECOND READING – 1 Corinthians 2:1-12 [13-16] 
Though people such as the Corinthians are enamored 
with human philosophy and wisdom, Paul continuously 
presents God’s hidden wisdom which is Jesus Christ 
crucified. True spiritual maturity involves judging 
ourselves and others in light of God’s revelation in the 
cross. 
GOSPEL – Matthew 5:13-20 
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus encourages his 
followers to be the salt of the earth and the light of the 
world, doing good works and keeping God’s 
commandments. 

FEBRUARY 16 – SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER EPIPHANY 
In today’s reading from Deuteronomy we are called to 
choose life by loving and obeying God. Much of today’s 
gospel reading echoes portions of the Ten 
Commandments. Jesus’ instructions to the crowd reveal a 
pattern of behavior that honors both God and the neighbor, 
resulting in life and health for the whole community. We too 
are invited to embrace these commandments, not out of 
fear of retribution, but because God has promised that to 
do so means life for us. 
FIRST READING – Deuteronomy 30:15-20 
The LORD sets before the people of God a clear choice. 
Life and prosperity will come to the faithful; loss of the land 
will be the consequence of disobedience. Choosing life 
entails loving and holding fast to the Lord. Life in God’s 
presence presupposes the promise made to the ancestors. 
PSALM – Psalm 119:1-8 
Happy are they who follow the teaching of the 
LORD. (Ps. 119:1) 
SECOND READING – 1 Corinthians 3:1-9 
Human leaders in the church are not the ones who control 
ministry. Rather they are coworkers who belong to God, the 
one who truly controls and continuously empowers the 
ministry of the church. 
GOSPEL – Matthew 5:21-37 
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus exhorts his followers to 
embrace standards of righteousness that exceed legal 
requirements and traditional expectations. 
FEBRUARY 23 – TRANSFIGURATION OF OUR LORD / 
Today’s festival is a bridge between the Advent-Christmas-
Epiphany cycle that comes to a close today and the Lent-
Easter cycle that begins in several days. On a high 
mountain Jesus is revealed as God’s beloved Son, echoing 
the words at his baptism. This vision of glory sustains us as 
Jesus faces his impending death in Jerusalem. We turn this 
week to Ash Wednesday and our yearly baptismal journey 
from Lent to Easter. Some churches put aside the alleluia 
at the conclusion of today’s liturgy. This word of joy will be 
omitted during the penitential season of Lent and will be 
sung again at Easter. 
FIRST READING – Exodus 24:12-18 
At Mount Sinai, Moses experienced the presence of God 
for forty days and forty nights. The “glory of the LORD” 
settled on the mountain, and on the seventh day God 
called out to Moses. On the mountain God gave Moses the 
stone tablets inscribed with the ten commandments. 
PSALM – Psalm 2 
You are my son; this day have I begotten you. (Ps. 2:7) 
SECOND READING – 2 Peter  1:16-20 
At the transfiguration, God’s voice was heard, declaring 
Jesus to be the beloved Son. By the activity of the Holy 
Spirit, God’s voice continues to be heard through the word 
of scripture. 
GOSPEL – Matthew 17:1-9 
Shortly before he enters Jerusalem, where he will be 
crucified, Jesus is revealed to Peter, James, and John in a 
mountaintop experience of divine glory called the 
transfiguration.
